Appropriate Use of Internet in K-12

The Internet can be a powerful teaching and learning tool for students of all ages. The Round
Rock Independent School District has developed the attached matrix of appropriate use for
classrooms, libraries, and labs. These procedures for student use of the Internet are designed
to serve as guidelines. Following these guidelines will help minimize the possibility that
students will be exposed to, or be producers of, inappropriate Internet material. As with any
learning tool, students must have appropriate instruction and supervision while using Round
Rock ISD’s electronic communication system tools. Teachers must use their professional
judgment to make instructional decisions based on their own knowledge and the
developmental level of the individual child.

There are five rules for Round Rock ISD Internet use that must be followed:

1. Use of Round Rock ISD’s Electronic Communication System (ECS) must be to
support the mission and goals of the Round Rock ISD.

2. All Internet use by students must be supervised by adults. (The student should have
permission to use the Internet and be supervised by Round Rock ISD staff.)

3. No student should type their own or anyone else’s name, address, phone number or
other personal information into anything on the Internet without teacher supervision.

4. All staff must have a signed Acceptable Use permission form on file every year.

5. Only students who have a signed Internet Denial Form, or students whose ECS
privileges have been suspended for disciplinary action, will be denied Internet access.

6. Student ID is required to use the internet.

Students must develop appropriate behavior when using technology and the Internet.

In the attached table, activities marked with “yes” are appropriate at the given grade level
(always with teacher knowledge, supervision and prior instruction). Activities with “possible”
may be something that teachers want to do with students provided there is close supervision
and the activity supports the mission and goals of the Round Rock ISD. Activities that are
marked “no” are not deemed appropriate for that age level. It is the student’s responsibility to
make sure that the Internet and the ECS are used in a safe and responsible manner.

NETIQUETTE ON THE INTERNET

All users of the Round Rock public schools’ computers and networks are expected to abide by
the generally accepted rules of network etiquette (netiquette). Informal rules of behavior have
evolved for communication on the Internet and other online services. Breaches can result in
“flaming” — harsh criticism by others on the Net — or restricted access to some re-sources on
the Internet. These rules of behavior include the following:

Be polite. Do not become abusive in your messages to others.

Use appropriate language. Do not swear, use vulgarities, or any other inappropriate
language.

Do not reveal your personal address or phone numbers or those of other students or
colleagues.

All communications and information accessible via the network should be assumed to be
private property.

Keep paragraphs and messages short and to the point. Focus on one subject per
message. Always include a subject line in e-mail. Abbreviate when possible and edit out
when you are quoting others in e-mail. Try to conserve space whenever possible.
Include your signature at the bottom of e-mail messages. Your signature footer should
include your name and Internet address.

Capitalize words only to highlight an important point or to distinguish a title or heading.
“Asterisks” surrounding a word may also be used to make a stronger point.

Remember that humor and satire can be misinterpreted. Be judicious in your choice of
words.

Minimize spelling errors and make sure your message is easy to understand; however,
remember that many people all over the world use the Internet. Please do not criticize
another person’s use of grammar or spelling.

Cite all quotes, references, and sources. Copyright applies to electronic information.
Never send chain letters through the Internet.

STUDENT RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES FNG
STUDENT AND PARENT COMPLAINTS GRIEVANCES (LOCAL)
PURPOSE The purpose of this policy is to provide individuals an orderly process for the

prompt and equitable resolution of student and parent complaints. The Board
intends that complaints be resolved at the lowest possible level.

GUIDING PRINCIPLES The Board encourages students and parents to discuss their concerns and
INEORMAL complaints through informal conferences with the employee who took the
PROCESS action with which they have a concern.

Concerns should be expressed as soon as possible to allow early resolution
at the lowest possible level.

INFORMAL From the date the complainant knew or should have known of the concern,
RESOLUTION PRE- there shall be a 15-day period during which the complainant must inform the
LEVEL ONE employee and attempt an informal resolution. If there is no informal

resolution, no later than the 15th day from the date the complainant knew or
should have known of the concern, the complaint form must be filed as
described below.

Participation in this informal resolution process shall be mandatory prior to the
filing of a Level One Complaint. All parties must make a good faith effort to
informally resolve a complaint. The Board expects that every reasonable
effort shall be made to resolve a complaint at the informal level. At the
informal resolution stage, there shall be an in-person meeting or telephone
conference between the parent or student and the employee to discuss the
possible complaint. The employee may obtain the assistance of other staff in
an effort to reach an informal resolution. With the permission of the
supervisor, in writing, the employee shall have the right to unilaterally extend
the time for filing a formal complaint in the event the employee is continuing
the process of informal resolution. If, however, it appears that an informal
resolution is not possible, the employee shall review the complaint process
with the parent or student and provide information on how to access a
complaint form.

FORMAL PROCESS If an informal conference regarding a concern fails to resolve the concern, the
student or parent may initiate a complaint described below by timely filing a
written complaint form.

Even after initiating the formal complaint process, students and parents are
encouraged to seek informal resolution of their concerns. A student or parent
whose concerns are resolved may withdraw a formal complaint at any time.

All complaints shall be resolved expeditiously. However, time lines may be
extended at the discretion of the Superintendent or designee when
circumstances warrant such extensions.
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FREEDOM FROM

The process described in this policy shall not be construed to create new or
additional rights beyond those granted by law or Board policy, nor to require a
full evidentiary hearing or “mini-trial” at any level.

Retaliation for filing a complaint is not permitted by the District and therefore it

RETALIATION iS not necessary to request in a complaint that there be no retaliation.

10. Complaints concerning identification, evaluation, educational placement,
or discipline of a student with a disability within the scope of the
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act.

Complaint forms and appeal notices may be filed by hand-delivery, fax, U.S.
mail, or by email. Hand-delivered filings shall be timely filed if received by the
campus/department or the legal services department by the close of business
on the deadline. Fax filings shall be timely filed if they are received by the
close of business on or before the deadline, as indicated by the date/time
shown on the fax copy. Mail filings shall be timely filed if they are postmarked
by U.S. mail on or before the deadline and received by the appropriate
Sdmdilr_listrator or designated representative no more than three days after the
eadline.

At Level One and Level Two, “response” shall mean a written communication
to the student or parent from the appropriate administrator/hearing officer.
Responses may be by email, fax, hand-delivered or sent by U.S. Malil to the
student’s or parent’s mailing address of record. Mailed responses shall be
timely if they are postmarked by U.S. mail on or before the deadline.

“Days” shall mean District business days. In calculating time lines under this
policy, the day a complaint or response is filed is “day zero.” The following
business day is “day one.”

“‘Representative” shall mean any person who or organization that is
designated by the student or parent to represent the student or parent in the
complaint process. A student may be represented by an adult at any level of
the complaint.

The student or parent may designate a representative through written notice
to the District at any level of this process. If the student or parent designates
a representative with fewer than three days’ notice to the District before a
scheduled conference or hearing, the District may reschedule the conference
or hearing to a later date, pending the District’s decision on whether to have
representation. The District may be represented by counsel at any level of the
process.

In addition, other persons may attend informal administrative conferences or
hearings held in connection with the complaint process if the hearing officer
agrees that the person may attend.

Information to be considered (“Additional Information”) shall mean any
supporting or relevant information or evidence the parties to the complaint
want to be considered with the complaint or response.

Complaints arising out of an event or a series of related events shall be
addressed in one complaint. A student or parent shall not bring separate or
serial complaints arising from any event or series of events that have been or
could have been addressed in a previous complaint.

When two or more complaints are sufficiently similar in nature and remedy
sought, the District may consolidate the complaints in one proceeding.

Supervisors and hearing officers who are hearing and responding to
complaints should consider all Additional Information provided by the parties
involved in the complaint; applicable laws, regulations, policies, and directives
from the Superintendent or other supervisors; and information supplied by the
supervisor or within the knowledge of the supervisor or hearing officer hearing
the complaint. Unless directed by the Superintendent, supervisors and
hearing officers shall not undertake independent investigations or studies.

If a complaint form or appeal notice is not timely filed, the complaint shall be
dismissed, on written notice to the student or parent, at any point during the
complaint process. The student or parent may appeal the dismissal in writing
within five days from the date of the receipt of the written dismissal notice,
starting at the level at which the complaint was dismissed. Such appeal shall
be limited to the issue of timeliness.

Each party shall pay its own costs incurred in the course of the complaint.

Complaints under this policy shall be submitted in writing on a form provided
by the District. The parent or student may request a copy of the complaint
forms from the campus/department or access it at:
http://www.roundrockisd.org/index.aspx?page=1076

A complaint form that is incomplete in any material aspect may be dismissed,
but may be refiled with all the required information if the refiling is within the
designated time for filing a complaint.

Parties to the complaint must attach to the Level One form any Additional
Information and evidence to be considered with the complaint and response.
After the initial filing, no new information to be considered may be submitted
unless the hearing officers at Level One or Level Two agree to accept it as
part of the record. There is no requirement for the hearing officer to accept
information to be considered not originally included with the Level One Form.
No new information to be considered may be submitted at Level Three. The
remedy requested on the Level One Form may not be amended at any level.

LEVEL ONE Level One forms must be filed:

1.  Within 15 days of the date the student or parent first knew, or with
reasonable diligence should have known, of the decision or action giving
rise to the complaint; and

2. With the supervisor who has the authority to remedy the alleged
problem; or

3.  With the legal services department.
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LEVEL TWO

In most circumstances, students and parents shall file Level One
Complaints with the supervisor of the employee.

If the subject of the complaint is that the supervisor took the action or
failed to take the action, and the supervisor has attempted to resolve the
complaint through the informal process, the supervisor may recommend
that the complaint begin at Level Two. The determination of whether the
complaint begins at Level One or Level Two shall be made by the
Superintendent or designee. In all cases, the Level One Complaint form
must be completed by following the procedure, including deadlines, for
filing the Complaint form at Level One.

If the Level One Complaint is not filed with the appropriate administrator, the
receiving administrator must note the date the Level One Complaint form was
received and immediately forward the Level One Complaint form to the
appropriate administrator.

If directed by the Superintendent, the appropriate administrator shall
investigate as necessary.

The parent or student shall describe in the initial Level One Complaint form
the efforts made towards informal resolution of the Level One Complaint.

If the supervisor determines that the parent or student has not made a good
faith effort to resolve the Level One Complaint informally, the supervisor, in
writing, may reject the complaint, instruct the complainant to seek informal
resolution, and set a new date for filing of the Level One Complaint form.

The appropriate supervisor shall hold a conference with the student or parent
within ten days after receipt of the written Level One Complaint. The
supervisor may set time limits for the conference.

The supervisor shall provide the student or parent a written response within
ten days following the conference. In reaching a decision, the supervisor may
consider Additional Information provided at the Level One conference and any
relevant information the supervisor believes will help resolve the Level One
Complaint.

If the student or parent did not receive the relief requested at Level One, the
student or parent may appeal the Level One decision.

The appeal notice must be filed in writing, on a form provided by the District,
within ten days of the receipt of the written Level One response. If the
response was mailed, three additional days when the U.S. mail service is in
operation will be added for delivery.

After receiving notice of the appeal, the Level One supervisor shall prepare
and forward a record of the Level One Complaint to the legal services
department. The student or parent may request a copy of the Level One
record.
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APPOINTMENT OF
HEARING OFFICER

LEVEL THREE

The Level One record shall include:

1. The original Complaint form and any attachments.

2. All other Additional Information submitted by the student or parent or
supervisor at Level One.

3. The written response to the Level One and any attachments.

4. Any other Additional Information relied upon by the Level One
supervisor in reaching the Level One decision.

In connection with the consideration of a complaint at Level Two, the
Superintendent may appoint an independent hearing officer to hear a
complaint and render a recommendation to the Superintendent. At the time of
appointment of the independent hearing officer, the Superintendent shall
direct the type of investigation and hearing, if any, that would be appropriate in
connection with consideration of the complaint.

The Superintendent or designee shall hold a conference within ten days after
the appeal notice is filed unless the Superintendent has revised the timeline
as provided above. The conference shall be limited to the Level One appeal
noticeNo new issues may be raised. The superintendent or designee may set
reasonable time limits for the conference.

The Superintendent or designee shall provide the student or parent a written
response within ten days following the conference. The written response shall
set forth the basis of the decision. In reaching a decision, the Superintendent
or designee may consider the Level One record, Additional Information
provided at the Level Two conference, and any other relevant information the
Superintendent or designee believes will help resolve the complaint.
Recordings of the Level One and Level Two conferences, if any, shall be
maintained with the Level One and Level Two records.

If the student or parent did not receive the relief requested at Level Two, the
student or parent may appeal the decision to the Board. However, provisions
for placement of items on a Board meeting agenda, as provided in
BE(LOCAL), shall not apply to complaints.

The appeal notice must be filed in writing, on a form provided by the District,
within ten days of the date of the receipt of the written Level Two response. If
the response is sent by mail, three additional days when the U.S. mail service
is in operation shall be added for delivery.

The Superintendent or designee shall inform the student or parent of the date,
time, and place of the Board meeting at which the complaint will be on the
agenda for presentation to the Board.

The Superintendent or designee shall provide the Board the record of the
Level Two complaint. The student or parent may request a copy of the Level
Two record.
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The Level Two record shall include:

1. The Level One record.
2. The Level Two Complaint form
3. Additional Information provided at the Level Two hearing
4. Level Two response
5. Any other Additional Information relied upon by the administration in
reaching the Level Two decision.

The District shall determine whether the complaint will be presented in open
or closed meeting in accordance with the Texas Open Meetings Act and other
applicable law. [See BE]

The Board shall hear the complaint and the presiding officer may set
reasonable time limits and guidelines for the presentation including an
opportunity for the student or parent and administration to each make a
presentation and an opportunity for questioning by the Board. The Board may
request that the administration provide an explanation for the decisions at the
preceding levels.

In addition to any other record of the Board meeting required by law, the
Board shall prepare a separate record of the Level Three presentation. The
Level Three presentation, including the presentation by the student or parent
or the student’s representative, any presentation from the administration, and
guestions from the Board with responses, shall be recorded by audio
recording, video/audio recording, or court reporter.

The Board shall then consider the complaint. It may give notice of its decision
orally or in writing at any time up to and including the next regularly scheduled
Board meeting. If the Board does not make a decision regarding the
complaint by the end of the next regularly scheduled meeting, the lack of a
response by the Board upholds the administrative decision at Level Two.

Once the Board has communicated its decision, the matter is concluded.

As an added measure to improve student safety, Round Rock Independent School District requires any person
wishing to volunteer agree to a Name Based Criminal History Check each school year. This is in addition to the
Raptor System, which compares all visitor names against sexual offender databases and is currently implemented
at all RRISD campuses.

If you regularly volunteer and your efforts meet any of the following criteria, please complete the online
application as soon as possible at https://hrsapp.roundrockisd.org/appentry/

e You are a Parent or non-Parent volunteer and may be unaccompanied at any time by an RRISD
employee. (i.e. Mentors, WatchDog Dads, classroom, cafeteria, library and field-day volunteers, dance
and field trip chaperones, etc.)

e You are not a parent, grandparent or guardian of a student enrolled on the campus where you will be
volunteering.

¢ An RRISD Administrator requests you complete a volunteer application.

When completing the online application it is important to use your legal name, identify the campus(es)
where you wish to volunteer and click submit. The entire application takes less than five minutes to
complete and will be processed within 48 hours. As with any district data, multiple security measures are in
place to protect all information. If you applied last year, you will use the same user name and password to
update and re-submit your application. If you do not remember the user name and password, please call
464-5049.

Paper applications are available in English, Spanish and Korean for anyone who does not have Internet
access or prefers to use a passport or an alternate form of identification. Paper applications must be turned
in at the campus where you wish to volunteer and be accompanied by a photocopy of the alternate
identification. Paper applications can take up to three (3) weeks to process.

All approved volunteers will be entered into the district Raptor system from Central Administration. To complete
the process, you must bring your photo id to be verified and scanned into Raptor the first time you visit your
campus this year. RRISD will notify any volunteer applicant who does not pass the NBCHC through the mail.

The same matrix used to approve applicants for employment is used to approve volunteer applicants. RRISD will
not attempt to prohibit parents from participating in their own child’s education. This process will not affect
parents who simply wish to visit their child during the school day. All campus visitors will continue to sign-in
using the Raptor System.

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Notification of Rights under FERPA
for Elementary and Secondary Schools

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords parents and students over 18 years of age
("eligible students™) certain rights with respect to the student's education records. These rights are:

(1) The right to inspect and review the student's education records within 45 days of the day the School receives
a request for access.

Parents or eligible students should submit to the School principal a written request that identifies the record(s)
they wish to inspect. The School official will make arrangements for access and notify the parent or eligible student
of the time and place where the records may be inspected. Copies of records are available, payable in advance, at a
rate as published annually by the Texas Building and Procurement Commission. Parents may be denied copies of
records after their children reach the age of 18 and are no longer dependent, or if they fail to follow proper procedure
and pay the copying charge.

(2) The right to request the amendment of the student’s education records that the parent or eligible student
believes are inaccurate, misleading, or otherwise in violation of the student’s privacy rights under FERPA.

Parents or eligible students who wish to ask the School to amend a record should write the School principal,
clearly identify the part of the record they want changed, and specify why it should be changed. If the School decides
not to amend the record as requested by the parent or eligible student, the School will notify the parent or eligible
student of the decision and advise them of their right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment. Additional
information regarding the hearing procedures will be provided to the parent or eligible student when notified of the
right to a hearing.

(3) The right to privacy of personally identifiable information in the student's education records, except to the
extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent.

One exception, which permits disclosure without consent, is disclosure to school officials with legitimate
educational interests. A school official is a person employed by the School as an administrator, supervisor,
instructor, or support staff member (including health or medical staff and law enforcement unit personnel); a person
serving on the School Board; a person or company with whom the School has outsourced services or functions it
would otherwise use its own employees to perform (such as an attorney, auditor, medical consultant, or therapist); a
parent or student serving on an official committee, such as a disciplinary or grievance committee; or a parent,
student, or other volunteer assisting another school official in performing his or her tasks.

A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the official needs to review an education record in
order to fulfill his or her professional responsibility.

Upon request, the School discloses education records without consent to officials of another school district in
which a student seeks or intends to enroll, or is already enrolled if the disclosure is for purposes of the student’s
enrollment or transfer.

(4) The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education concerning alleged failures by the
School to comply with the requirements of FERPA. The name and address of the Office that administers FERPA
are:

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NOTIFICATION OF RIGHTS UNDER THE PROTECTION OF PUPIL RIGHTS AMENDMENT (PPRA)

PPRA affords parents and students who are 18 or emancipated minors (“eligible students”) certain rights regarding our conduct of
surveys, collection and use of information for marketing purposes, and certain physical exams. These include the right to:

A. Consent before students are required to submit to a survey that concerns one or more of the following protected
areas (“protected information survey”) if the survey is funded in whole or in part by a program of the U. S.

B. Receive notice and an opportunity to opt a student out of —

1. Any other protected information survey, regardless of funding;

2. Any non-emergency, invasive physical exam or screening required as a condition of attendance, administered
by the school or its agent, and not necessary to protect the immediate health and safety of a student, except for
hearing, vision, or scoliosis screenings, or any physical exam or screening permitted or required under State
law; and

3. Activities involving collection, disclosure, or use of personal information obtained from students for marketing or
to sell or otherwise distribute the information to others.

C. Inspect, upon request and before administration or use —
1. Protected information surveys of students;
2. Instruments used to collect personal information from students for any of the above marketing, sales, or other
distribution purposes, and
3. Instructional material used as part of the educational curriculum.

Individual campuses will notify parents of approximate or specific dates of surveys or screenings
pertaining to the Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment. These rights transfer from the parents to a
student who is 18 years old or an emancipated minor under state law. Parents who believe their rights
have been violated may file a complaint with:
